ANIMAL CONDITION/HEALTH RULES: 

1. The exhibitor must own all goats at least 3 month prior to the show. 
2. No combing, washing or treating of show animals' hair. 
3. Health papers will be checked on arrival of all goats.  Each goat must have a certificate of veterinary health in-

spection issued within 30 days of the show.  Penning may begin by 3 PM Friday. 
4. All goats must meet the FDA Scrapie Requirements and comply with any other interstate shipping regula-

tions.  Check with your vet.  Each goat must have an ear tag or a tattoo.   Ohio is TB and Brucellosis free. 
5. Check-In will be from 7:00 to 7:45 AM on Saturday.  The show manager reserves the right to reject any animal 

showing signs of health problems. 
6. Great Lakes Angora Goat Show and its producers reserve no responsibility for theft, injury or death , or any-

thing that may happen to any animal or to theft damage, or loss of exhibitor property. 
All animals must remain on the fairgrounds until 5 PM the day of the show 

PEN RULES: 

• Health Rules 3, 4 and 6 above also apply to sale animals. 
• Exhibitors shall provide water buckets, feed, hay and bedding.  Hay/straw may be available for purchase.
